“The RI CDHH is responsible to provide
Interpreter referral services in RI. The service is
available during the day and evening. If you
need an interpreter, you would need to call the
RI CDHH office. Our staff will be able to take
your request. The staff will then begin looking
for an available interpreter. Once the interpreter
Is confirmed for an appointment, the request is
considered fulfilled.”
